Show Me the Money!

     Do you ever wonder, if our Guild has money in the bank, why don’t we spend it? Let me
explain, briefly, where the money goes. The 2007-2008 budget was $6,250, established
last June, when the new Board took over. Our Income came from dues, Monthly Minis and
workshops. Expenses included the cost of programs, the newsletter and insurance. Why,
then, do we have so much more in the treasury? In past years, after all, we have operated on
fewer funds, so why can’t we now? We are fortunate at this time to be able to expand programs for Guild
members with a modest growth in available funds. We are a growing Guild, and growth takes capital.
     One of our goals is to sponsor more lectures and classes by nationally known speakers. Each time we host a
speaker, it costs approximately $1400 and typically, the expenses of the speaker and related costs are not
completely recovered by the event.
     The cost of paper and printing goes up every year. Purchasing just two books for our library costs $50, and
the price of postage stamps is increasing this month.
     Another thing to consider is our meeting room. Looking ahead, we anticipate having to pay rent in the future
when, not if, we have to move our meetings to another facility because of growth.
     We are trying to keep our dues at a minimum so everybody can afford to join the Guild and participate in the
programs. Like any good business, we are trying to build on what we have and give our members the things they
want, while keeping our dues low.
     Our biennial Quilt Show is one way that we increase our revenues. We typically net a $2000- to $3000-profit
per show. The Guild has historically donated 10 percent back to a local, community charity (for example, Allen
County Cancer Services). After this year©s Quilt Show is complete, we will once again give back to our
community. The show provides our members with wonderful inspiration, fantastic workshops, excellent
speakers, great vendors and fun, on top of making a little profit for the Guild. The Board feels the show is a
worthwhile activity and hopes to continue it in the future. We hope a few good women will step up to take on the
task of a 2010 show.
     I trust this brief overview has answered any questions you may have had. Hopefully, you better understand
what goes on behind the scenes. I will have a few copies of our budget with me at the May meeting, and if you
have further questions, please feel free to ask me or Teresa Wade, Treasurer.

Publicity
Sign, Sign, Not Everywhere a Sign…
Guild members, we need your help!  At our last Quilt Show, a number of survey results to the question: “How did
you hear about our show?” was “a sign.” Unfortunately, because of a new sign regulation, we are out of luck
when it comes to placing the wire signs on public areas within the city of Fort Wayne boundaries. However, we
are allowed to place signs on private property with permission from the property owner. If you have property in a
high-visibility thoroughfare, please consent to our putting a Quilt Show sign on your property. You might also ask
permission from your church, employer or business owners you frequent for permission to place a sign on their
property.
As for the unincorporated parts of Allen County and outlying counties, there are no overall county ordinances
prohibiting signs, but I was advised that specific municipalities and townships may have policies governing
placing signs in public right-of-way areas.
At April’s Guild meeting, a number of women agreed to place signs on their northeast and southwest properties,
but more volunteers are needed – especially in Decatur, Bluffton, Auburn, Kendallville, Avilla, Columbia City,
Roanoke, Monroeville, Hicksville; you get the picture. Remember, what we need are high-traffic, high-visibility
placements.
I must know the number of signs needed by the meeting on May 6th, so contact me by e-mail or phone or see
me at the meeting. The signs will be ordered and then distributed at the June Guild meeting. Please place the
signs ASAP after you receive them. After the show, pull the signs out and destroy them; they will not be useable
for future shows.
