Suggested Bylaws Revisions

On Tuesday, July 24, Appleseed Quilters Guild members – Mary Ann Skinner, Joyce Goodman, Teresa Wade
and Debi Potts – met to review the Guild’s bylaws. These are their recommendations.

• Article III, Section 5: Change to “ Members are encouraged to participate in projects that have been
recommended by the Board.”
• Article III, Section 8: Change to “Each member of the Guild is expected to make a minimum of one quilt per
membership year to be donated…”
• Article VI, Section 2: Add Beekeeper, Webmaster, Welcoming/Greeter and Quilt Show to the Standing
Committees.
• Article VII, Section 1: The next to last sentence should read, “The list of candidates for officers will be published
in the May newsletter.”
• Article XI: Add to the end of the bylaw, “A review of the bylaws will occur every two years or as needed.”

The Board has passed these revisions by electronic vote, so the revisions will be put to a vote by the general
membership at the August meeting. Please see Cindy Loos before the meeting if there are any concerns or
adaptations.
