Bev’s Block of the Month

Patsy Hanauer was the lucky recipient of one month’s Blocks of the Month; I got to take home
the other set. In January, let’s try a new technique – a one-seam flying geese unit that is also 3-
D. It’s so easy that once you get the measurements set, you’ll be able to sew a whole flock!
The unit is one folded flying geese between two background squares with one seam – just
make sure you stitch a side that crosses the fold! Open it out and fly on to the next one.
White backgrounds are good for winter (reminds me of fresh snow), and with black prints
(trees standing empty), it makes a striking block. Any predominantly black prints are fine; I used
black with brights and really liked the effect. Remember, don’t get too stitch happy when
making the units or you won©t have time to sew them together. See you on the 8th.

Don’t Go Sleeveless!

Try this easy method to make a sleeve for hanging a quilt.

1. Measure the width of the quilt BETWEEN the bindings.
2. Cut a strip of fabric 8” by the measured width. Join two strips if necessary; press seam allowance to one

side.
3. Hem the short ends by turning under ½ “, pressing and then folding under and pressing again. Topstitch

close to the edge of the hem.
4. Fold the sleeve in half lengthwise, wrong sides together; press.
5. Bring each cut edge to the center; fold and press. These folds are the sewing guides, so press well.
6. Unfold and with wrong sides together, sew the length of the sleeve with a �  “ seam. Press this seam open

carefully so that the pressed folds are not ironed out.
7. With the seam allowance against the lining, center the sleeve and pin the top fold just below the binding.
8. Smooth the sleeve against the lining and pin at the bottom fold.
9. Using thread to match, blind-stitch along both folds and ends of sleeve. To reduce the pull on the backing,

catch some of the batting in the stitches, but not the front of the quilt.

Memo from Mary Ann
